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Technical Data Sheet
Beer Wood Stain is a versatile stain that may be mixed in water, beer, wine, denatured alcohol, acetone, or lacquer thinner.  It comes in concentrate form to mix with any of the carrying agents listed above.  Mixing with water is most common for applications over bare wood and will penetrate the wood very well.  When using Beer Concrete Stain to re-color previously sealed surfaces, HIGH GRADE lacquer thinner is recommended..
MIXING:
Take 1 gallon of the carrying agent of your choice.  You may use water, beer, wine, alcohol, acetone, or lacquer thinner.  (We recommend using water, beer, or wine over bare wood as the stain will penetrate deeper with these three carrying agents and will not harm the microfiber mop.)  Please be aware that some carrying agents are flammable.  Make sure to follow the recommendations of the agent manufacturer.  Pour your carrying agent into a five gallon bucket.  Pour your BEER WOOD STAIN™ into the five gallon bucket as well.  Please note the amount of colorant inside the can varies per color, so there may be more air than color inside the can.  You should perform a few rinses on the can to get all the color out of the can.  Mix thoroughly with a drill and paddle.  Once the color is mixed into the carrying agent, pour the contents back into the carrying agent container with a funnel.  We recommend that you use the sticker provided in the box to label your newly mixed colorant.  
APPLICATION FOR HARDWOOD OR OTHER SMOOTH SURFACE WOOD W/MICROFIBER APPLICATOR:  (Pump sprayer with a fine conical tip may be used)  Please remember test areas should be done and approved prior to application.

Pour the mixed stain into a large paint tray that is wide enough for the microfiber applicator.  After thoroughly cleaning the loose fibers from the microfiber applicator with water or a vacuum, dip the microfiber applicator into the paint tray and soak the stain into the mop.  Lightly press the microfiber mop against the end of the tray to avoid dripping the stain.  Plan out your escape route so you are not stepping on the stained areas as you proceed.  Simply run the microfiber applicator with the wood and make sure you get stain on every part of the wood.  You may also use a pump sprayer to apply this product.  You do not need to wipe up excess as it will penetrate in and leave no excess stain.  You can expect to get approximately 400-500 square feet per gallon, but extremely porous woods may lower your coverage rate slightly.  When mixed in water, beer, or wine, your stain should be dry in approximately 30 minutes depending on temperature and air flow.  When mixed in lacquer thinner, acetone, or denatured alcohol, the dry time is much quicker.
APPLICATION FOR EXISTING CABINETS OR OTHER VERTICAL SURFACE WOOD WITH A CUP GUN: Test areas should be done and approved prior to application.  Put a drop of lacquer thinner on the surface and rub with your finger to determine if the sealer can be penetrated.  If it becomes tacky, then the stain can penetrate.  It is recommended to lightly sand the surface to make sure it is free from contaminants, oils, and greases.
It is recommended to use lacquer thinner or acetone in these applications for two reasons---vertical surface work is much easier when mixed with lacquer thinner or acetone because it dries fast enough to help eliminate running of the stain down the surface----and the lacquer thinner or acetone is necessary to penetrate existing sealers or wood finishes.  Make sure to apply the product in short bursts to give you better control and minimize running of the stain.  It is best to start in a hidden spot (like an interior cabinet door) to do your test area.  This will allow you to get used to the cup gun, make adjustments to the nozzle if necessary, and to perfect your application method. 
After you finish applying the color, you must apply a minimum of two coats of sealer or wood finish to lock the color in.  
APPLYING THE FINISH:
Use a standard wood finish or sealer and follow the manufacturer’s instructions.
BE AWARE THAT MANY EXISTING WOOD SURFACES SUCH AS CABINETS OR PREVIOUSLY SEALED HARDWOOD MAY HAVE BEEN EXPOSED TO CLEANING AGENTS, LIKE PLEDGE OR MOP & GLO TYPE PRODUCTS THAT CONTAIN WAX.  WAX WILL INHIBIT THE COLOR FROM PENETRATING PROPERLY, SO IN THESE CIRCUMSTANCES, IT IS BEST TO GIVE A LIGHT SANDING AT MINIMUM TO ENSURE THAT THE SURFACE IS FREE OF CONTAMINANTS AND READY TO ACCEPT THE STAIN.
