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Concrete Hazard-Free Etch™ is a safe alternative to muriatic acid etching on concrete.  The product is very low in odor and fumes, will not burn if it touches skin, does not require hazardous shipping, and does not require special hazardous clean-up.
This product is designed to open the surfaces of your concrete to make a porous surface that will accept stains and sealers for the optimum level of penetration.
APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS:  ALWAYS PERFORM TEST AREAS.  ALWAYS PRE-DAMPEN THE CONCRETE BEFORE APPLICATION.

Determine if the concrete is porous with a simple water test.  If the water drops in and darkens the concrete immediately, then prep may not be necessary.  The recommended starting point for dilution of this product is 7 parts water to 1 part Concrete Hazard-Free Etch™.  All concrete is different due to various methods for placement of concrete, different mixes, and varying levels of heat, humidity, and air flow.  Therefore, the applicator must determine the proper level of dilution by water for his/her specific need.

 The product may be applied at an average rate of 100 square feet per gallon.  The rate may vary according to porosity of the concrete.  It may be applied via plastic watering can or 5 gallon bucket and a long-handled acid brush.  Apply evenly and the product should be allowed to dwell for a minimum of 20 minutes and as much as 30 minutes when at dilution ratios of 7 parts water (or greater) to 1 part Concrete Hazard-Free Etch™.  If the product appears to be drying, keep the surface wet with more product until the minimum of 20 minutes has been reached.  


The next step is rinsing.  Simply rinse the surface with water.


The last step is neutralization.  The package comes with the appropriate neutralizer included.  Dilution of the neutralizer is 15 parts water to 1 part neutralizer.  The neutralizer will also cover at a rate of 50 square feet per gallon.  This product may be applied with a mop and should be spread evenly.  Squeegee the surface and allow to dry completely before application of stain and sealer.

In some cases, the above steps may be repeated if the surface requires.  Using an auto-scrubber is always helpful and it is very important to make sure that the surface is thoroughly cleaned after etching and neutralizing.
In most areas, this product may be rinsed down the drain legally so long as it is neutralized properly and the PH is above 4.
