Technical Data Sheet

GG Simple Surface provides a cost effective and high quality textured cementitious surface in which to color and seal with Endurable Concrete Stain and Endurable Concrete Sealer to provide a beautiful decorative surface.  This product is extremely durable and bonds incredibly well.  Closely adhere to the following instructions:

1.  Mix 2 parts GG Simple Surface to 1 part water in a five gallon bucket with a drill and mixing paddle.  It is best to add water to bucket first and then slowly mix in the powder.  Do not mix at too high of rpm.  Maximum rpm should be 450.  Typical drills at highest level will run at 750-1000 rpm, so use a mixing drill or lower the rpm on your drill. Make sure to mix thoroughly to get the product to a thick pancake batter consistency.  You may increase or decrease water slightly to achieve desired consistency.  Do not vary too much as excessive water or too little water will both create issues.  After mixing, let sit for 10 minutes before application.
2. Apply GG Simple Surface to APA Grade Exposure 1 Plywood, High Grade Oriented Strand Board, plastic laminate countertops, ceramic tile, porcelain tile, vinyl, linoleum, or vinyl composition tile.  Substrate should be free of movement.

3. Apply 1 very thin “scratch” coat with a flat trowel at a coverage rate of 400-600 square feet per bucket.  Let dry for minimum of 4-6 hours.  After the first coat is dry, apply your second coat with a flat trowel at a coverage rate of 200-250 s.f per bucket.  You may smoothly trowel the product or add a little texture with light side to side motions. Use a very soft bristled hand broom or a soft bristled paint brush to lightly add texture as well as brush out trowel marks and eliminate pinholes.  Let this second coat dry for a minimum of 6-8 hours.  (If the substrate is tile, vinyl, or laminate, rough up the surface with coarse sand paper.  If the surface is tile, you may wish to make your scratch coat with a v-notch trowel to raise the working surface above the grout lines.)  You may use sandpaper—nothing more abrasive than 100 grit—to smooth the surface if desired.  To repair product, you may soften the product with denatured alcohol---not water.

4. Apply Endurable Concrete Stain or Endurable Concrete Dye, mixed in acetone or denatured alcohol.  Then apply Endurable Sealer - Matte Finish.  After the first coat of sealer is dry—usually 1-2 hours, apply a second thin coat of sealer.  After the second coat of sealer is dry—2-4 hours, apply 1-3 coats of GG Finish Wax, depending on the luster desired.
Shelf life is a minimum of 1 year.  Net weight 44 lbs.  Product may be used as crack filler.  When used as crack filler, mix 3 parts product to 1 part water.  It must be sealed with Endurable Sealer.
